President Roosevelt set the
day a week earlier than the current
date. He set the date to help
lengthen the shopping days for
Christmas shoppers. But Congress
decided that the date should ke
moved back to the fourth Thusday
of November and it was recognized

as a natlional holiday £from that
time on.

President George Washington
issued a proclamation naming
NMovember 2% as a day 9f national
thanksaiving. In the same vear,
the Protestant Episcecpal Church
announced that the first day in

Novemper would be a regular vearly
dav for thanks. President Lincoin
named the last Thursday of
November as a day of thanksgiving
and oraise. He dld so after Mrs.

Joseph Hale, an editor c¢cf a
popular  magazine at the time.
insisted in her articles that the
country celebrate a natlonal day

of thanksgiving.

It has bteen reccgnized that
there are approximately 850
mincrity students, both Black and
American Indian enrolled 1in the
sixth-eighth grades in the Duluth
Public Schools. There are
approximately 225 sixth-elghth
graders in the Clogquet, Carlton,
Wrenshall, Brookston Public
Schools, and In  the Fond du Lac
QJjibway Schocl.

The initial goal of the MAEP
Program is to offer tutoring to
the sixth-egighth arade minority
students., using minority college
students as tutors.

Minority sixth-eighth grace

students who are faillng or
having difficulty in subject areas
will be lidentified as eligible
for and referred to the tutoring
programs: however, all minority
stucents in the Duluth Public
School system anc the FDL

Reservationn Educaticnal Service
area who show a decline in

aczdemic performance may be
eligible for the program.

The program will assist in
increasing the numbers of
academically prepared and
socially-adjusted minority
students bound for college. It
wlill also help to provide an
excellent opportunity for

graduation from high school and
college.

The tutors will be individuals
who have demconstrated good grades
in the subject area they will be
tutoring in and who demonstrate
that they are good role models and
will provide encouragement and
interest in the vounger student’s
career chcices.
